When you harvest many traditional foods and medicines you must know what you are doing because many plants look like other plants. We will be learning about Creation stories that explain why some plants that look like each other grow near each other, yet one is food and another is poisonous. When you pick plants, you need to know from an elder, harvester or other knowledgeable person what the plant looks like, so that you do not pick the wrong plant. For each of these plants- write how you can tell them apart and whether they are edible or poisonous.
